Because the LōKē’s frequency range is limited to the sub-frequency bass range, its placement 

requirements are slightly different than for a full frequency speaker. The LōKē is shipped with 

casters installed on the bottom of the enclosure. Leave the casters installed as you move LōKē 

to the desired location.

The ideal position of the LōKē subwoofer is somewhat dependent on its primary use. In home 

theaters, where the LōKē is used as the Low Frequency Effects (LFE) Channel, it may be located 

in a variety of positions, depending on architectural considerations. Your Authorized Wilson 

Audio Dealer will have the best insights for helping you install your LōKē in any configuration.

In general, the lower frequency range will be reinforced by room boundaries and corners. Since 

most of the information contained in the LFE channel is in the sub-frequency bass range, with 

little information in the mid and upper bass, there are some advantages to placing the LōKē 

near the room boundaries or near a corner. Some care is needed to avoid introducing up-

per-bass colorations caused by corner placement. 

While surround processors provide the low frequency equalized signal for the LFE Channel, it 

has been our experience that in some systems it is desirable to use the Low Pass crossover (via 

the internal Low Pass Function of the amplifier control) to additionally limit the upper bass 

range. This is particularly important and useful when the LōKē is placed in the corner. 

Since all Wilson Audio Speakers are phase and time coherent, it is very important to time align 

the LōKē in the room using the Phase Function found in the LōKē’s amplifier menu. Please con-

tact your Authorized Wilson Audio Dealer to help you install your LōKē.

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Spike & Diode Assembly

• Gather the threaded spikes and install the spike into the diode housing until the base of the 
spike is against the diode.

Note: Do not tighten the spike against the diode. You may need to unscrew them a lit-
tle when you level the LōKē later. 

• Place the set screw into the other end of the diode with the Allen head toward the spike. 
This will ensure that if for any reason you have to remove your LōKē spikes, you will be able 
to withdraw the set screw safely using the supplied Allen Wrench. Screw the set screw into 
the diode until it stops turning. 

• Place the spike & diode assemblies out of the traffic pattern until they are needed during 
the installation.

Materials Required/Useful for Spike & Diode Installation

• 4x assembled Spike & Diodes per LōKē

• Swivel Caster Wrench

• If available, the Wilson Audio Jack (“Lift”) and Jack Socket Wrench

• If the Wilson Audio Jack is unavailable, carefully lay LōKē on its side on a clean blanket

Note: Ideally there would be two people available to assist in this process. Be careful 
if  you are attempting this by yourself.  The LōKē weighs over 110 lbs (49.9 kg) each and 
may seriously injure someone if  that weight drops on the person installing the spike & 
diodes.

Spike & Diode Installation Procedure

1. If available, slide the Wilson Audio Jack under the front of the LōKē, centered between the 
casters, so that the Jack’s lift bolt is exposed. Place the lift plate so it is positioned about an 
inch behind the front facade of the LōKē enclosure. 
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Note: An assistant should stand by the LōKē helping to steady it during this process.

2. Attach the Jack Socket Wrench to the lift bolt and begin to slowly raise the front of the LōKē 
by turning the bolt clockwise.

3. After the front of the LōKē is high enough (you will need at least 1.5 inches of clearance 
beneath the caster), use a 3/4” crescent wrench to loosen and remove the nut attaching the 
caster to the enclosure. After removing the caster, remove the set screw installed for ship-
ping purposes. Note: the shipping set screw is too long to be used with the diode and spike.

4. Insert and screw-in the finished spike & diode assembly. Hand tighten only! 

Note: Be very careful not to cross-thread the spikes. The base of the LōKē is made of 
X-Material and can be cross-threaded if  installed on an angle.  

5. With one person stabilizing the LōKē, lower the LōKē by turning the jack wrench counter-
clockwise. If the spike pads are going to be used, place them under the spike & diode tips as 
you lower the LōKē down. Note that the LōKē will now sit lower in the front as the spike & 
diode assembly is shorter than the caster. Use caution.

6. Repeat the previous process of the caster removal/spike & diode installation on the oppo-
site side of the enclosure.

Leveling the LōKē

1. It is not necessary to use the jack to level the LōKē, but can be a useful tool in this process.

2. Place a level on the top of the LōKē enclosure, centered, to check the left-to-right axis and 
the front-to-back axis. If the LōKē is level left-to-right, move to the next step.

3. To find out which spike & diode is lowest, grasp the LōKē and gently rock it back and forth. 
This will identify the spike that is out of level from the other three.
